                          Discussion Questions

Give each club member and visitor a copy of these questions. Allow ten minutes or so for them to fill out their answers. Lead the discussion by having the moderator answer the first question by offering their answer and reason for the first question. Ask for others who would like to volunteer their opinions. Allow five or six minutes for responses to each question, but do not cut off a good discussion if it appears to be evolving into a good learning experience. Try to keep things moving along on a positive note and proceed to the next question quickly if discussion fades.

2.  Name a trait you must have in a Sheltie you are expecting to do well in a performance event. Why?

3.  Name one important question and it’s answer when you are talking to a prospective buyer. Why is it important to you?

4.  What do you feed your Shelties and why?

5.  Name two important criteria you use when deciding to enter an event - breed or performance.

6.  Name two criteria when selecting a handler - breed or performance.

7.  Name two criteria when selecting a training class - breed or performance.

8.  List activities that you think a breed club should provide for the membership to be successful.
