1940 (a) Secretary to be chairman of the Bench Show Committee and appoint sub-committees for other duties.

1940 (a) Futurity mentioned as “could be held at a different show from the Specialty.”

1940 (a) By-laws to be reviewed.

1940 (a) Report on organization of Regional clubs, will return $4 of their $5 dues to be put into prize money and supply them with the spoons.

1940 (a) Discussion on the publication of Miss Coleman’s book, referred to the Executive Committee.

1940 (a) Spoons to be given as of June 1st., 1940 to all dogs finishing their titles including CD, CDX & U.D. in obedience.

1942 Pittsburgh Show canceled leaving the Sheltie Specialty homeless. (due to war conditions), looking at Cincinnati, on Fri. Mar. 13 with Mrs. Huhn judging followed by the Cincinnati KC show the next day with Miss Foster doing the breed. 

1942 (a) Mr. Levine resigns as Futurity chairman and Mrs. Kenneth Korten takes it over.

1942 (a) Remaining funds to be paid to Mrs. Edwards for the mold & spoons.

1942 (a) Discussion on the size issue brought up.  “…the idea height of 13 ½” was rather confusing to the new breeders…suggesting that we should have only a maximum and minimum height.”

1942 (a) Paragraph to be sent to all Sheltie judges along with the mimeographed copy of the standard after approval by the Executive Committee letting them know what is being looked for.

1944 (a) Miss Eleanor Mann appointed registrar to keep a complete record of Shetland Sheepdog Obedience Class awards.

1944 (a) Bulletin Board established, with Miss Margaret E. Thomforde as editor.

1944 (a) Instructed AKC delegate to vote against the proposed AKC change to rule concerning championship points for dogs winning two three point shows in sex as well as breed.

(BB).  Miss Coleman was right in saying that it had been agreed at the annual meeting in 1938 that the standard would continue to red 12 to 15 inches but that we would show dogs up to 16 inches a breed to reduce size.  Our standard is not as clear as it should be.  Its rhetoric needs to be improved.  We all agree as to its intent with the possible exception of the question on size. Mrs Taynton felt that the question of eye and color needed clarification.  Mr. Gallagher did not like the word “ideal”.  He pointed out previous disagreements between the English, Scotch and American Sheltie standards in respect to size.” He further said “the standard must take a position on size which would hold good over a period of many years and could not be influenced by temporary fads. Miss Mann spoke in favor of white Shelties because of their value in breeding blues, and the matter was referred to the committee on the standard”

1946 (a) Spoons to be given to all Champions who had not previously won a spoon in the American-bred class provided they are owned by a member.  To begin with Champions of record published in the AKC Gazette of Jan. 1945.

1946 (a) Ballots not be signed, but be returned in sealed envelopes bearing the members signature so that the unopened envelopes can be checked against of list of paid up members.

1946 March BB – Dr. Raymond Kale of Des Moines, Iowa had a litter by Laurelridge Storm Cloud (blue) out of their Baby Blue who turned out to be a “tri gone bad with dark eyes but a dirty slate color.”

1946 The Bulletin Board will no longer carry reports of all shows with the exception of large, important, or 5 pt. Shows, allowing for room for member clubs & judges reports.

1946 (a) Standard discussion: “The majority would rather fault than disqualify oversize or undersize dogs and are against mentioning an ideal height ….a suggestion that the increase in size was due to the fact that we use vitamins in feeding.  Miss Van Wagenen answered it by saying she did not think it was a matter of food, but a Collie cross that increased the size.  Miss Lindsay suggested that when the size question comes up for a final vote that there should be only two sizes to vote on, 12 to 15 inches as it is now, or 13, 3/12 to 16 and whether oversize should be a fault or a disqualification.”  This was approved.  “Miss Lindsay wanted to know “if a Shetland Sheepdog is not a small Collie, what is it?” and therefore the words “resemble A. Collie in miniature” should be left in. Miss Foster & Mr. Nichols disagreed.”

1948 (a) A carton of ASSA glasses to be sent to each Regional Club to be used at their Specialty Shows as authorized.

1948 (a) Annual trophy to be awarded to an amateur handler.  Voted to be the Gallagher Memorial Trophy.

1948 (a) Annual trophy to be presented to the exhibitor (not a judge or professional handler) who wins the most points in the year between the 1948 & 1949 Westminster shows.

 

1949 (a) Spoons to be given only to dogs earning a CDX and/or a UD, they will no longer be given for CD’s.

1949 (a) No action taken on the application of the Seattle group as a Regional Club, president asked the Secretary to arrange some amicable agreement between this group and the Pacific Northwest Club within the next year.

1949 (a) New standard to be presented at the Annual meeting where it agreed that portions of the outline be published in the ‘Bulletin Board during the coming year so that the entire membership would have an opportunity to study it and offer suggestions.

1949 (a) Trophy and premium committee should only appeal for trophies and funds for ASSA events.

1949 (a) Regional clubs encouraged to hold puppy matches.

1949 (m) Proposal from the AKC to substituted the limit class with the Bred-by-exhibitor, which had to now been a non-regular class.  The winner of this class would compete in the winners class.  The class would be restricted to dogs which were bred by their owners and might be carried a step further that such dogs be handled only by their owners or a member of the owner’s family..

 

1950 (e) Mr. Harry D. Heinen appointed auditor for ASSA

1950 (e) Canadian show points and obedience can’t count for ASSA spoons.  ASSA is an American organization.

1950 (e) Applications for membership will not require a check for the current year dues in advance. If and when accepted receipt of the dues is necessary before his or her name will be placed on the roster as a member in good standing.

1950 (e) Regional club applications will not be accepted until the AKC has approved their territory.

1950 (a) Telephone numbers were included in the 1950 roster. There now are 193 members.
1950 (e) Mr. H. Willis Nichols Jr. & Mr. Miller to review and revise the By-Laws.

1950 (e) Vote on size preference: 12-15 inches, 28 votes.  13 to 15 ½ inches, 37 votes.  13 to 16 inches, 76 votes.

1950 (a) Proposed Standard to be published in the “Bulletin Board” in parts and then comments for and against in the following BB.

1994 (e) Wording in the Futurity rules will be changed as it currently state that classes will be divided if number warrant.  Because the numbers always warrant splitting the class (by sex) those words will be dropped and classes will be shown to be split by sex.

1994 (e) National Show Chairman approves all contract with superintendents, show sites, etc.  At board instruction effective immediately the National Show Chairman will also review all judging contracts prior to their being mailed.

1994(e) One trophy is given to teams competing in the National Obedience trial.  Team entry fee will be raised so that each team member can receive a trophy as well as a rosette.

1994(e) CERF reports to be published along with the OFA reports.

1994 (e) Trophy solicitation notices will be published automatically in all Bulletin Boards.

1994 (e) UDX title recognized and will be included in the Versatility with a 5 pt. Value.

1994 (a) A copy of the revised Constitution and By-Laws will be sent out with the ballots for the 1997 National Specialty judges.

1994 (e) Attendees to the 1995 National will only be able to book one room per member with a deposit.  Deposit will be refunded only if the room is canceled before a specified date.

1994 (a) First Versatility Awards will be presented at the annual banquet.

2003 (e) Recommendations following the IRS audit included compensate the Treasurer’s position for a modest amount (no action), appoint and audit committee to interview the candidate(s) nominated for Treasurer and review the financial records at least annually (no decision), Establish an independent foundation that can solicit and accept tax-deductible contributions on behalf of the ASSA.  (a proposal to be developed for this)

2003 (e) ASSA joins NAIA as an associate member.

2003 (e) AKC wants the ASSA to send a letter to support or not support a change in the dog show rules that would award a 3-point major to Reserve WD and/or Reserve WB at National Specialties where the entries for the sex totaled at least two times the number required for a 5-point major.  The board did not support this proposal.

2003 (e) AKC will provide each Parent Club one complementary subscription of “New Titles Published.”

2003 (e) Amendment to the Constitution that would allow due to be increased to $35 was defeated.

2003 (e) Local all-breed clubs must hold a show in its geographic territory within every 2-year period or it will loose its right to exclusivity of the territory.

2003 (e) Awards recipients who request their award be mailed to them upon application will be required to pay $6.000 to cover mailing and return receipt.  Awards that are not mailed or picked up at the Specialty will be mailed COD to recipients.

2003 (e) Album privately purchased containing significant pictures of the breed will remain as a private article and not be a possession of the ASSA.

2003 (e) Recommended the Historical Committee embark on a project to preserve breed and ASSA history on CD format but declined to reprint the book that was put together from letters.

2003 (e) Pre-novice & Rally classes recommended for future Nationals to make better use of the judges and entries.  A full complement of trophies should be offered in these non-regular classes.  Rally will eventually become a regular, titled obedience class.

2003 (e) A tracking trial at the 2003 National has been approved by the AKC.

2003 (e) Starting with the 2006 show, three judges will be selected to do the honors.
2003 (e) List of names for the Futurity judge will be limited to five instead of ten.

2003 (e) ROM awards will continue to be bases solely on sire and dam production records of AKC Champion offspring without certain health and genetic testing requirements.

2003 (e) The National Specialty will continue to rotate between regions.
2003 (e) A committee appointed to investigate the process, costs, artists, etc., necessary to develop an illustrated standard, ie., line drawings, of the Sheltie.

2003 (e) A non-voting position of Legal Counsel approved.  Donald Miller appointed to this position.

2003 (e) The AKC has adopted a policy that requires all clubs using an AKC licensed superintendent to display banners and signs at their shows that contain the AKC logo.

2003 (e) Health clinics wanted at the National.  Depending on facilities and space these will be looked into and offered accordingly.

2003 (m) Dick Wolcott elected as Life Member.

2003 (e) AKC proposals: ban the use of bait in the ring; assign a parent club representative as a press liaison (Lynette Saltzman), drafting events for herding breeds (not for Shelties), 

2003 (e) Faunbrook, Katie-J, Meadow Ridge and Pixie Dell kennel names have been retired by the AKC.
2003 (e) Letters received on: Ernie Ciampini has replaced the local show chairman for the 2004 show, Central Illinois SSC has been dissolved.  From the AKC: Suspension of FAX-based registration services, rule changes clarification of BBE class eligibility and banner program, request for nominations for Lifetime Achievement Awards.

2003 (e) “Blanket approval” for shows will expire 8/31/2003, voted to renew for a two year period.

2003 (e) AKC is revising the judge’s application procedure, rally being looked at as a titled event, improvements made in the description of the Breed for the announcer at Westminster.

2003 (e) Role of Legal Counsel defined.

2003 (e) Sending of awards by COD rescinded, recipients to send $6.00 in advance to receive their awards by mail.

2003 (e) The practice of allowing non-members to subscribe to the Bulletin Board rescinded.  Current subscriptions to run through but not be renewed.

2003 (e) New “Guidelines For Regional Seminars” approved.

2003 (e) Conduction of official business by e-mail not covered under By-Laws, all business conducted via that medium must be confirmed at a meeting.  What changes need to be made to enable this will be looked into.

2003 (e) Increases in donation amounts for trophies established.

2003 (e) Junior Handler sponsorship available to the highest ranking eligible junior from either the Open Junior or Open Senior class from each of thee geographic zones, East, Central and West.  The Westminster Sponsorship can be won by the same junior handler only one time from each class division.

2003 (e) Junior Showmanship scholarship established, to be paid to the institution or school to be applied to tuition.  Administration of this will come from the ASSA Foundation.

2003 (e) Letters sent to all AKC Sheltie judges to remind them of points to consider when judging Shelties.

2003 (e) Health Research and Rescue accounts transferred to the ASSA Foundation.

2003 (e) Three places identified that could be used to rotate the National Specialty, more being checked on.

2003 (e) Junior Showmanship judge for the 2005 show discussed and settled.

2003 (e) Corresponding secretary to annually inform the CC of A of the dates of the Sheltie National as a matter of policy.

2003 (e) Procedure established for selecting three judges for the National.

2003 (e) The 2003 election ballot will contain an item to increase the dues to $40.

2003 (e) Any new material sent to AKC licensed Sheltie judges by the Judge’s Education Committee must first be approved by the Board in a timely manner.

2003 (a) Spring 1990 Annual meeting: a motion was passed that stated: “The language of the Constitution and By-Laws shall not be interpreted to mean the Board Of Directors has power to override a general membership vote.”  The ASSA has operated under this policy.  As Legal Counsel, Donald Miller advised that the State Of New York laws governing an organization such as the ASSA give the Board of Directors responsibility for establishing policy; and for conduction all business and managing financial aspects for the well being of the organization.  Thus, the policy established in 1990 is illegal and will be deleted.

2004 (e) Spoon awards to be limited to one spoon per dog, not per venue.  They will only be awarded to AKC champion title level in each venue effective in 2004.

2006 (e) The ASSA treasurer will be added to all financial accounts, i.e. Performance, Handbook, Conformation etc.

2006 (e) There was $21,015.23 more in expenses than income this year.  At this rate, the club will be bankrupt in 5 ½ years.  Trophies and ribbons expenses were $10,545.29 with donations of $6,236.72.  Suggestion made to allow members to sponsor ribbons as well as trophies.

2006 (e) New source, at lest cost, identified for the medallion and spoons.  If acceptable, the Treasurer will order from the new source.

2006 (e) New AKC delegate; Marjorie Tuff.

2006 (e) CD ROM is complete and available.

2006 (e) ASSA has a PayPal account.

2006 (e) “Stamping the Look” seminar is not an approved educational function to receive an ASSA Educational Grant. Guideline for Regional Clubs to receive a grant for seminars restated and printed in the minutes. The new guidelines as presented approved and accepted.

2006 (e) Possibility of publishing the Handbook on a CD ROM discussed.  More research is needed as the formats aren’t mutually exclusive.

2006 (e) The current CD ROM will be made available to those attending the Judges Educational Seminar at cost.

2006 (e) Jean Simmonds’ Illustrated Standard will be added to the list of materials that can be used at Judges Educational Seminars.

2006 (e) Judge’s mentor list now contains 53 people.  Sent to Priscilla Gardner who is working on creating a geographic list for the ASSA website.  Additional members still being sought.

2006 (e) AKC Public Education Material, available at no charge, includes brochures, videos, “Best Friends” & “Safety Around Dogs” for the libraries and schools.  Many of the handouts allow for club names to be added to the materials.  AKC wants the public to contact the local clubs with a view to establishing favorable press and community presence to help stem adverse legislation and renegade registries as well as the new “designer dog” craze.

2006 (e) AKC will only send the monthly champion report to one person.  The studbook, which comes in monthly is sent to Bob Miller and Marie Vihonsky.

2006 (e) Suggestion made to rework the ASSA website without frames making it easier to find things.

2006 (e) Request for multiple performance events (more than one herding, agility trial etc.) to be held at the National.  Board reaffirmed previous decisions to hold only one trial or event per approved venue at the National.

2006 (e) AKC delegate and ASSA Legal Counsel will be appointed at each fall meeting.  Current people will remain in their positions.

2007 (e) AKC has approved both the Blue Ridge SSC and Granite State SSC of Southeast New Hampshire for the holding of specialty shows. 2007 (e) Policy established that the 120 days after the first day of the fiscal year be interpreted as December 31st.  This applies to reinstatement of both individual and associate memberships.
